Part 1: Case Studies
1. Case 1: Valid but un-enforceable. For movable property (the watch) priced at 20,000 baht or more, there must be written evidence, earnest money, or part performance to sue (Section 456).
2. Case 2: Enforceable for only 3 years. Leases exceeding 3 years must be registered at the Land Office to be enforceable for the full term (Section 538).
3. Case 3: Yes, Marco is liable. A borrower must take care of the property as a "reasonable person" (ordinary prudence). Allowing a spill is a failure of this standard (Section 644).
4. Case 4: The 5,000 baht principal is un-enforceable because there is no written evidence signed by the borrower for a loan exceeding 2,000 baht (Section 653). The 20% interest is also void as it exceeds the 15% legal limit (Section 654).
