Question 2: Liability (20 Points): Assume that in the first year of operation, a patient files a lawsuit claiming that during a knee repair, Dr. Somchai made a mistake that caused a permanent injury. The patient seeks significant monetary compensation. The patient also claims that the clinic failed to provide proper follow-up care and that Ms. Anong’s rehabilitation plan worsened the condition instead of improving it. (a) Analyze the legal grounds for the patient's action.

Question 3: The Medical Innovation (20 Points): A Thai medical doctor, Dr. Surin, has developed an innovative surgical tool designed to help her repair knees. Its special feature is a novel internal mechanism that significantly improves surgical precision and helps patient recovery times, allowing her to become the number one doctor internationally. The mechanism of the tool is completely hidden, making it impossible to understand how it works.
(a) What form of intellectual property protection would be most appropriate to protect this internal mechanism designed to help her repair knees and why?
















(b) Would your answer be the same if the tool’s mechanism could be easily understood, reverse-engineered and copied by competitors?

Question 2: Liability and Legal Actions (20 Points):  Assume that a year after finishing a luxury smart home for a client named Ms. Ploy, a big electrical fire happens, causing serious damage to the house and destroying expensive personal items. Ms. Ploy files a lawsuit seeking substantial compensation. She claims that Ms. Rina’s design had serious problems with electricity cables and that Mr. Chen did not properly check the wiring work. (a) Analyze the legal grounds for Ms. Ploy’s claim.

Question 3: The Material Innovation (20 Points): A Thai materials scientist, Dr. Krit, has created a new type of self-healing concrete. The special part is a secret, non-chemical ingredient — a tiny capsule with a polymer agent inside — that is mixed into the concrete. When a crack happens, the capsules break open and release the agent, which hardens and fixes the crack. Only Dr. Krit’s team knows the formula and how to make the capsules, and you can’t figure it out just by looking at or testing the finished concrete.
(a) What form of intellectual property protection would be most appropriate for Dr. Krit and why?















(b) Would your answer be the same if it is known that competitors could use advanced imaging technology, like a microscope, to examine a sample of the concrete, identify the micro-capsules, and copy the concept?
